Description of Organization:   The SPCA of Westchester was founded in 1883 by an Ossining resident at its present location, making it one of the oldest landholders in Briarcliff Manor.  Though originally affiliated with the ASPCA of New York City, it became an independent organization in the 1920s and is the only humane society in Westchester County empowered to enforce laws relating to animal cruelty. Its services include:  providing shelter and rehabilitation for abused, abandoned, and lost animals; adoption services; low-cost veterinary services; cruelty investigations; community outreach programs and lost and found services.  It gets no federal, state, or county funds and relies solely on the financial support of people who care about the welfare of animals.
